Parlor Room- Andrew P heard a possible female voice, Alex also heard something while in the room with Andrew P. 

Leaves moving from in the fireplace were heard. 

Kayla felt vibrations in the floor as if someone was walking, but yet no sounds of footsteps.
Courthouse Side- A couple possible footsteps heard at the beginning of the tour by Andrew P and Rahat.
The Grounds- Andrew P, Haley and Andrew M. saw a misty white fog on a tree near the hanging tree, looked for possible moonlight. Upon looking back after searching for a source, it had vanished.  
Nanny Room- Chelsea V and Haley visibly saw a black shadow of what appeared to be similar to a cat-like figure with a tail. They also thought they may have heard a meow sound. 

Debunking/ Alternative possibilities to paranormal:

-Very creaky floorboards throughout the house can create sounds that may be misinterpreted as footsteps.

- The AC/Heat unit near the Parlor room can cause some vibration on the ground, as well as kick up lots of dust that may be mistaken as supposedly paranormal “orbs”.
-Lots of sounds on the grounds can be contributed to neighbors, as well as their dogs.

-The heating system in the third floor office and Nanny room can create a strange sound that may be misinterpreted as paranormal.

-Objects tend to shake very easily in the dining room and gift shop due to the old flooring and may be misinterpreted as being paranormal.
