Personal Experiences: 
1145pm Andrew and Rahat hear movement and footsteps on the 2nd floor of the lighthouse while in the South and North side bedrooms, the sounds always seemed like they were across from where they were.
1245am Alex hears breathe behind him near the kitchen by the front door.
Debunking/ Alternative possibilities to paranormal:

-Sound contamination from the outside is very prevalent and can make people believe they are hearing a voice inside the lighthouse when in fact it is someone outside. (This can be due to poor insulation and properly sealed areas).
-Lights from cars from the outside can be seen relatively easily through the windows casting shadows that can be mistaken as paranormal.
-Dense fog can create optical illusions in the distance and can make people taking pictures believe they are capturing paranormal mists, orbs and vapors.

-There are ship horns as well as strange seagull and animal cries from offshore outside at night that people  can mistake to be  sounds that are paranormal.

-Rapidly heated and cooled wood from the floorboards can cause lots of creaking in much of the building that can sometimes almost sound like footsteps.
