Personal Experiences: 
1124pm Alex Mo, Azaria, and Ashley hear a young female voice after asking if there was a little girl with them on the 3rd floor.
1124pm Mark Higgins and Synique while investigating the depot see a floating orb of light come up from the floor and disappear.
1145pm Andrew and Rahat while investigating with Brian (Daily Progress) hear a female voice in the supposed prostitute’s room on the 2nd floor of the kitchen building. 
1am- Alex Mc, Brian, and Alex Mo hear what sounds like a door squeaking sound and two banging sounds shortly after coming from the 2nd floor while they were on the 3rd floor. (It’s documented no teams on 2nd floor at the time)
215am- Rahat and Alex Mc hear a young female voice up on the top floor of the main house.

Debunking/ Alternative possibilities to paranormal:

-Water rushing through pipes in the kitchen can create a growling sound and long groaning sound in the interior of the building.
-A/C /Heat unit in between the Kitchen and Main House when it kicks on can create a loud bang sound in Doctor Levie’s room where the unit is in the closet.

-When the train goes by the property, the vibrations can cause creaking in the floorboards (misinterpreted as footsteps) as well as sometimes strong enough to slightly move objects, and kick up dust causing particles known as “orbs” to appear on video and still cameras.
-The holes in the walls, floor and ceiling in the depot can cause people to see what they believe to be phantom light play and shadows. (By passing cars, people walking by and even the train)

-Some of the glass display cases on the 3rd and 2nd floor of the main house can cause strange reflections of light that can be misinterpreted as paranormal anomalies in photos, videos or even personal encounters.
-Wildlife under the floorboards and in the rafters in the depot can cause people to hear strange sounds and flying shadows (bats, even pigeons).

Audio Evidence:

1058pm-a female voice (sob?) is heard on the 2nd floor recorder while no one is in the vicinity.
1124pm- a female voice is heard on the 3rd floor recorder, when Alex Mo, Azaria and Ashley were present and heard the voice.
1145pm- a female voice is heard on the kitchen recorder when Andrew and Rahat were investigating the prostitute’s room with Brian.
1210am- a female voice is heard on the 2nd floor recorder while no one is around.

1am- a door squeaking sound and two loud bangs seemingly coming from the 2nd floor are recorded on the 3rd floor recorder that correlates with Alex Mc, Alex Mo, and Brian’s personal experience at the time.

215am- a female voice humming is heard on the 3rd floor recorder during the time Rahat and Alex were investigating and had heard the same voice.
Summary and Opinion:

The investigation was absolutely great! This was one of the more complex cases for the team, mainly because of the 3 different buildings that all have claims of activity! However, the team enjoyed the time at the Exchange Hotel with its rich history and quite extensive paranormal history as well. The team did have several solid personal experiences that night (mostly on the 3rd floor of the main house) and we were able to back up nearly every one of those experiences with audio evidence. While at this point we cannot say the location is haunted,  due to just not quite enough evidence, we can say that there seems to be some sort of paranormal activity present on the property, especially the 3rd floor of the main house. After all, it is not normal to hear voices out of thin air! We also would like to thank the people at the Exchange (Patti, Chris, and Jon) for allowing us to investigate the property, as well as Brian Mckenzie of the Charlottesville Daily Progress for writing an article about the investigation. Overall it was a terrific experience, and we would love to return in the future!
