Personal Experiences: 
1230am- Jon hears very loud bang sound in the kitchen while conducting an EVP session. 
1245am- Andrew and Luke hear footsteps on the outside staircase of the depot. 
420am- Andrew, Jon and Luke hear footsteps on the top floor of the main house coming from the room with the wheelchair.
Debunking/ Alternative possibilities to paranormal:

-There is a floorboard on the top floor of the main house in the hallway that can create a sound that almost mocks that of a female voice.
-The holes in the walls, floor and ceiling in the depot  can cause people to see what they believe to be phantom light play and shadows. (By passing cars, people walking by and even the train)

-The pigeons and bats in the depot can swoop down and knock things over in the depot, as well as create strange sounds and can be perceived as paranormal activity.

-The door leading from the 1st to 2nd floor (at the top of the staircase) can be opened and closed by the vaccum effect created from opening the door to outside by the command center. Differences in pressure from outside to inside cause a rush of air, thus moving the unstable door.

Audio Evidence:

1030pm- Andrew and Justin are investigating the uniform display room when a female voice shrieking shows up on the recording, but was not heard at the time.

1245-3am There is periods of time in the depot where you can hear lots of footsteps, sounds like things moving as well, as well as a couple of voices whispering. Almost too many to count separately!
Summary and Opinion:

Our revisit to the Exchange was truly a great one! Though we did not have quite as many personal experiences as the first visit, but we still came up with some solid evidence including a few evps and some disembodied sounds while no investigators were in the general vicinity. Each time we investigate this place, we have never come up empty handed and we would love to return again! Though at this point it’s still a little too early to say it’s haunted for sure based on what we have collected, there definitely seems to be more evidence stacking up towards that claim with every additional investigation. We were also able to get to the bottom of some debunk able mysteries as well including the 1st to 2nd floor door opening which was being caused by the vacuum effect, and a apparition photograph taken from another group that was actually the shadow of the railing. So all in all, we conducted a solid investigation and are looking forward to the next trip to the Exchange Hotel! Thanks so much to Angel and Chris for staying out with us all night.
