Personal Experiences: 
1045pm- Andrew, Luke and Brittany (Christmas Attic Staff) were on the 4th floor sitting in the aisle and asked if the store had once been something other than a store or tobacco warehouse and the k2 meter (EMF meter) blinked, possibly indicating a yes response to question.  Around the same time a question of “if anyone is here make the lights blink on the meter”  was asked and the lights did blink shortly after.

145am- Rahat, Tori, and Luke also saw the k2 meter blink for seemingly no reason on the 4th floor.

145am- A very loud banging sound was heard by most of the team on the 2nd and 4th floors, It seemed to emanate from the interior of the building, but the sound source was never discovered. 

Debunking/ Alternative possibilities to paranormal:

-Lights from cars outside can make people believe they are seeing orbs and phantom light play, as well as highly reflective surfaces such as glass, and the many ornaments and decorations in the store can cause shadows and strange light anomalies. 
-Outside contamination from people talking and walking around, can cause people to believe they are hearing people talk inside, when in fact it outside.

-The water running through the pipes for the bathrooms can cause people on the second floor to believe they are hearing a breathing sound, when in fact it is coming from the water rushing through the pipes.
-The strange or ominous feeling people get near the bathroom on the second floor could be caused by the fact that you have a breaker box on the 3rd floor directly above it, that is giving off very high emf fields, which exposure to these leaking electrical fields has been proven to cause nausea, paranoia, and even skin irration and hallucinations.
