Personal Experiences: 
1245am Sara hears a man yell from the 2nd floor possibly in the area that a maid heard people talking, while investigating on the 3rd floor of the new wing with Andrew.
130am Andrew and Rahat hear a faint voice in the 2nd floor hallway while investigating the room where the maid had heard voices coming out of. (New wing)

Debunking/ Alternative possibilities to paranormal:

-There are relatively high EMF fields all throughout the building (about a 1.5 to 2.5 milligauss) which are likely due to not properly shielded electrical cables in the floor, ceiling and walls. These are not dangerously high however; they can cause the sensation of being watched, paranoia, sometimes hallucinations and even skin irritation in some people whom are sensitive to exposure to these fields. This phenomenon is especially prevalent in the room where a guest observed a women in white by their bed.
-A couple of the automatic spray air fresheners on the old wing of the building can sometimes be mistaken for voices, as a couple investigators that night truly believed they heard a voice until they heard the air freshener. 
-Shadows casted by light in the connecting hallway (dining area) can cast out onto the wall near the kitchen and where the chess board is, creating the impression that something is blocking out the light near you in the chess board room next to the kitchen (this happened that night to us).

-Rapidly heated and cooled wood from the floorboards can cause lots of creaking in much of the building that can sometimes almost sound like footsteps.

While these experiences and evidence are interesting we can’t say that the Bed and Breakfast is Haunted because we simply don’t have the evidence to support it. However, if we were to return we could probably gather more evidence and experiences to possibly get a better idea of what may be going on at the Inn.
