Experiences and Debunking

Personal Experiences: 
Mary’s Room- Andrew and Justin were walking up the stairs to Mary’s Room when Justin felt someone push him slightly up the stairs from his back (Justin was behind Andrew).
Andrew and Eric hear a man clearly his throat or mumbling in Mary’s room with them near the stairs.

Matt hears a female voice say something like “also” or possibly “a**hole” in Mary’s Room while investigating with Andrew.

Justin and Ross hear a couple footsteps from below them while in Mary’s Room.

1st Floor of Museum- Andrew and Eric hear a loud thump coming from Violet’s room. Andrew hears what sounds like the old wood stove opening, but upon looking at it, sees nothing out of place.
Annex Building (Room with lots of boxes next to costume room)- Andrew and Katie hear what sounds like a box moving a little, a cardboard friction type of sound. 

Debunking/ Alternative possibilities to paranormal:

-High EMF fields are present throughout most of the Museum due to the close proximity to the power lines outside. These high fields can cause feelings of dread, paranoia, skin irritation and even in severe cases hallucinations to those sensitive to these fields.
-The closet door knob in Mary’s room is very loose and has the tendency to sometimes move by itself slightly from gravity.

-Raindrops on the roof and windows of the museum can create a strong illusion of footsteps, and even whispers that are really just the sounds of the rain on the older museum.

-The slanted ceiling in Violet’s room can create feelings of disorientation and dizziness from the design.
-The narrow and winding staircase to Mary’s Room can be disorienting and is easy to trip or fall, especially in the dark.

Andrew and Katie hear a box moving sound in the annex in the room at the top of the stairs, in this audio piece you can hear a distortion just before this noise, which also could possibly be a whisper and not a sound.
Andrew Katie get a strange response on the ghost box that speaks 2 or 3 words. It sounds like it is saying “I’m special” or “That I’m special”.

Justin and Eric are in the museum, but the recorder alone in Mary’s room picks up this unexplained female whisper/hum.
